éDelusional
Brief psychotic Schizophreniform Schizophrenia
éDysthymic
Cyclothymic
éMajor depressive
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At least three of the following symptoms *2*

Management and Treatment

Anti-manic : treats acute manic episodes and prevents relapse

The most common drug for bipolar disorder is lithium carbonate .

— normal levels of lithium is (0.6 —1.2) mEq/L .

— normal levels of lithium when using lithium drugs is (0.6 — 1.5)
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
