the fascia lata

fascial compartment of

the thigh

The three fascial

anterior (extensor)
medial (adductor)

posterior (flexor)

Deep fascia of the

thigh

(fascia lata)

It encloses the thigh like

a trouser

Its upper end Is attached

to the pelvis

Its lateral aspect Is
thickened to form

iLiotibial tract (attached
above to iliac tubercle

and below to lateral

condyle of tibia )
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Superficial veins

-of medial side of the

It curves forward around
