Illusions are misinterpretation of sensory cues when a child in a dark bedroom at night sees a
monster emanating from shadows on the walls or hear ghost in the sounds of the wind

E.g. auditory illusion may occur when a person hears words in a conversation that resemble
their own name and they believe they are being talked about.

e.g. Intense emotion: very depressed patients with delusions of guilty may hear voices
reproaching them; Suggestion: when asked to walk down dimly corridor and stop when they
saw a faint light over the door at the end, most subjective stopped walking at sometime during
the study saying they could see a light even though none was switched on; disorder of sense
organ: a woman aged 66 suffered from glaucoma and then began to have continuous visual
hallucinations
